Through the centuries this room was used in
several ways: as a bedroom for the paymaster during the era of the bailiffs, as a summer dining room, and as
a bedroom during the Gaiffe family’s occupancy.

This is why the room was repainted blue after the
remodelling.

Did you notice the chimney next to the stove? It is a false chimney which was used to store wood for the
stove of this room and the big stove in the music room.
